Inserting a Movie into PowerPoint
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Your movie must already be saved (P: drive, flashdrive or cd) before you can insert it onto your PowerPoint slide. 
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Click Automatically to make your movie play when you show the slide. If there are other media effects on the slide, such as an animation, the movie plays after that effect. 

Click When Clicked to play your movie when you click it. This setting is known as a trigger because you have to click something specific (as opposed to clicking the slide) to play the movie.
